We will visit four major regions (Greater Accra, Volta, Ashanti, and Central), and will participate in dynamic arts-based workshops, lectures, home stays with host families, and field trips. 
 
Pre-course will include readings on the history of Ghana, research in and around sustainable development practices, volunteerism and tourism, leadership and ethics.
